Victoria and Battersea Parks are marked,
established in 1845 and 1846; the development of the Landsdown Estate is shown; Brunel's
Hungerford Suspension Bridge, opened 1845, is marked; and the Houses of Parliament are
shown under construction, having burned down in 1824.
